Th is is a design plan for classrooms/dormitories near Banteay Meantey 

Orphanage. An existing structure was found similar to this design and will be 

used (opposite page, bottom picture).

Th is building has been identifi ed as the exact layout to be used for the various 

college dormitories/classrooms.
